Spring 2012 Testing for Gifted Services

The Cognitive Abilities Test, a test used by the school for identification of intellectually gifted students, will be given on March 13th-15th, 2012. Any first through twelfth grade student, not already identified for gifted services, may be nominated by a parent or teacher for testing.  
All students in the third and sixth grade, not already identified for Gifted Services, will be administered the Cognitive Abilities Test in March, 2012, therefore parents do not need to register students enrolled in those grades. Please note, students may test one time per calendar year, therefore third and sixth grade students who tested in the fall, will not be eligible to re-test with their peers in the spring.  There will be alternate activities provided for these students during testing times.
Students whose CogAT Composite age-based score is at or above the 97th percentile will be eligible to automatically receive gifted services. Others who do not score at this level, but whose Composite age-based score is at least at or above the 95th percentile, including the standard error of measure, will automatically be further assessed based upon the Jenks Public Schools matrix.  In addition, parents or teachers of students scoring with a Composite age-based score below the 95th percentile may request initiation of a matrix based upon the student’s individual subtest scores.  (Non-verbal, Verbal, or Quantitative.)
Nomination forms for this test may be picked up at the site or accessed online through the Jenks Public Schools website beginning February 1st.  Parents who wish to have their child tested for potential gifted services must complete the nomination form and return it to their Site Gifted Education Coordinator no later than Tuesday, February 28th, 2012.  Submissions after this date will not be accepted as tests must be ordered and prepared prior to testing day.

Please note that with the exception of unexpected illness or a family emergency there will be no make-up tests administered.  Please make every effort to have your child to school on time for test day(s), as unexcused tardies will not be made up.  Please check with your site coordinator for specific testing dates and times, as they vary from campus to campus.
